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Introduction
This pack is a resource for teachers and group leaders to help plan and enjoy a visit to the Love exhibition. There are notes on the artists and artworks, ideas for using the exhibition across the curriculum and worksheets for use in the gallery.
Love is the seventh National Gallery Touring Exhibition in partnership with Tyne and Wear Museums and Bristol Museums, Galleries and Archives Service.

The exhibition explores artists’ responses to the theme of Love, in its many forms, across the centuries from 1500 to the present day. 
It features paintings and sculptures by 26 artists including Vermeer, Raphael, Rossetti and Turner as well as contemporary works of art by Tracey Emin, David Hockney, Mark Quinn and Yoko Ono.
